2. The structure must be at least 70 years old.
The structure was primarily built and used as a residence.
4. Original exterior architecture is retained.
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To obtain a house plaque, the homeowner must meet the requirements outlined in this application.
All research and history should be as complete as possible. This application and your supporting
documentation will be kept on file at the Zeeland Historical Society Archives.
